ASB:  ASB Representative Dave Marazoff – Bob Gagne said the ASB met on March 6th and adopted the report by the View Sub-committee which will be added to the Assessing Manual.  Also, the ASB has 
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formed a committee to review LIHTC properties due to the large increases in value in 2019.  The increases were due to low cap rates.  One solution put forth is to have a range of rates, similar to current use, which can be tailored to each individual property.  Bob, also spoke about the equalization sub-committee and how equalization relates to utility values as a result of HB 700.  This could have implications for communities that did not use the DRA utility value in the past.    

The next meeting is tentatively scheduled for February 28th.
